Livelihood and Environmental Security through Resource Conservation in Eastern Region  of India (LESRC-2012)
The Eastern region (comprising Bihar, West Bengal, Eastern U.P., Orissa, Jharkhand and Chhatisgarh) and NorthEastern hilly states (comprising Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Nagaland, Tripura and Sikkim) together has a geographical area of 92.35 m ha, which is 28 per cent of the total geographical area of the country and supporting a population of 265.78 million. The economy  of  the  regions  is  mainly  rural  and  agrarian, uneven agricultural growth, low per capita income, inadequate infrastructural facilities, geographical isolation, unexploited natural resources like minerals, hydro power, forest, etc., lack of private investment are the major concern for livelihood security. As per the harmonized data base on land degradation, an area of 17.07 m ha in Eastern region and 13.73 m ha in NEH region is suffering from various kinds of land degradation which accounts for 33.3 % of the total geographical area of both the region.  Water erosion is the chief contributor for degradation (51.48%) followed by acid and salt affected soils (30.92%), water erosion in acid soil  (14.19%) and others (3.42%). On an average 20.43% decrease in productivity of cereals, oilseeds and pulses due to  water erosion which is amounting to annual loss of
` 33063 million in monetary terms from both the regions.
The regions receive annual rainfall varying between
1600 and 12,500 mm, mostly from the South West monsoon
during the months of June through September but severe
water scarcity during post monsoon period.  Though, the
regions being bestowed with adequate and good quality
natural  resources,  poor  resource  management,  shifting
cultivation, small and marginal farmers, lack of location
specific production technologies, poor extension services,
natural  calamities  etc.,  are
the  obstacles  in  raising
agricultural production and socio-economic condition in
the regions.
Adverse effects of shifting cultivation, allied deforestation and developmental activities  resulted in loss

of  plant  and  animal  biodiversity,  desertification,  soil erosion including nutrient loss and siltation of water bodies are important environmental problems in the region. Therefore, it is necessary that land and water resources of the region need to be utilized efficiently through integrated resource conservation measures to improve livelihood and environmental security in the region.
The Central Soil and Water Conservation Research and Training Institute (CSWCRTI), Dehradun and Research Centers has been actively involved for the last five decades in natural resource management and conservation through p a r t i c i p a t o r y   i n t e g r a t e d   w a t e r s h e d   m a n a g e m e n t approaches. For addressing region-specific problems and deciding priorities for research and development through efficient use of natural resources, the Indian Association of Soil and Water Conservationists, Dehradun had decided to organize a series of conferences in different regions of the country since 2005.  The CSWCRTI under the aegis of the Indian Association of Soil and Water Conservationists, Dehradun is planning to organize a regional conference for addressing the livelihood and environmental security problems of the Eastern and NorthEastern hilly states of the country.
